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Course Description
Video Techniques and Studio Applications is a half-year course that enables students interested in television and film production to increase their knowledge and gain skills and experience. Students will learn how to set up lighting and microphones, operate the camera, create storyboards, and edit film using Adobe Premiere. It is designed for students who are motivated in improving communication skills through visual media.

 
Video Techniques and Studio Applications can be a time-consuming course. Although the editing of all videos is done within the classroom, students are responsible to obtain much of their raw footage outside of class. Each student will be working as a part of a production team, so class participation and meeting the deadlines of assignments is essential for succeeding in this class. 

Some of the topics that will be covered include:
· Using the Sony Handy-Cam video cameras 

· Set-up/breakdown of the tripods 

· Framing your subject on the screen and your ability to obtain good images

· Editing with Adobe Premiere

· Creating storyboards to organize smaller segments into various camera shots or angles you plan to use in your videos
· Creating videos of a simple action, which shows a continuous sequence of events

· Creating a demonstration video, which is a short lecture explaining how you do something
· Create a public service announcement for television broadcast

· Plan, set-up, interview, and edit an interview
· Participate in a news/sports broadcast
· Participate in a taped broadcast of the OHS daily announcements
· MAIN GOAL: Create at least one show to be broadcasted on the public access channel!
In addition, all students are required to participate in outside recording activities (classroom activities, plays, concerts, and/or sporting events)

Note: Some content may be omitted or rearranged due to time constraints.

Classroom Policies/Expectations
· Come prepared to class on time each day with your textbook, notebook, homework, and pen/pencil.  
· Sign in/out video equipment.

· Obtain a hall passes for video shoots outside the OHS studio.
· Display a proper attitude toward peers and staff in class at all times.  

· Complete all work to the best of your ability.

· Adhere to the rules/regulations of the school as outlined in the Student Handbook.

· Seek extra help whenever it is needed.

· Help all other students in the learning process.

· Inform parents of academic progress.

· No food or drink is allowed in the classroom.
· All unauthorized electronic devices in use will be confiscated as per school policy.
· You must raise your hand if you have any questions. I will not tolerate talking out of turn.  
· Students not seated when the bell rings will be counted as tardy. Each set of 3 tardies in a term will result in a personal detention. Each set of 5 tardies will result in an absence.
· No late work will be accepted for full credit unless special arrangements have been made. 

· If a student is absent, it is the student’s responsibility to ask for make-up assignments from the teacher or a classmate.
· When the dismissal bell rings, students will be dismissed by the teacher ONLY once all materials are put away and they are seated and quiet.
· If you are tardy or unprepared for class, you must sign the paper near the door. You must have ALL materials in class before the bell rings. For EVERY three times your name is written on that sheet, you have a detention with me. 
Any behavior that disrupts the learning process or jeopardizes the safety of the classroom will result in an immediate detention or removal from the classroom.

All production topics will be pre-approved by the Executive Director (Ms. Klimczuk) and the Production Team (class). The opportunity to participate in recording beyond the classroom may be available. Oxford High School policies and regulations as outlined in the Student Handbook apply.

Within each of these categories, an assignment will have its own point value. At the end of each term, your “category” grade will be determined by the total number of points you have earned divided by the total possible points.
